Continue north for about
12 kilometres (-good views to
the west of The Dales hills and
to the east the North Yorkshire
Moors).

Thornton House: cross a cattle
grid and carry on along an
unsurfaced track for a further
100 metres. At the farm gate
turn left @ , with the hedge at
first on your left, and carry straight
on for a further 2 kilometres
down Endican Lane. Rejoin Main
Street, @ turning left to return
to the start point.
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Anglo-Saxon Settlement

About one kilometre north of the village, along Bestmire
Lane, on top of a small hill, once stood an Anglo-Saxon
cross. lts base was known locally as Perry Trough. The
remains of a settlement have also been unearthed in the
fields whose ancient names 'Half Ox Gang' and ‘High and
Low Totts' suggest Anglo-Saxon origins. There are also

‘ abundant freshwater springs in the area.

Thornton-le-Moor Brewery, founded by "\
Newsome Baxter in 1851, used to distribute @ Thiefhole Farm
its beer by rail via South Otterington station, @
to all parts of the United Kingdom. It
remained in production until the early
twentieth century. The tall chimney was
demolished during the Second World
War in case it acted as a guide to
enemy aircraft. Claver House was
built by William Baxter for his father
Newsome (founder of the brewery)
on his retirement.
